For the final book group meeting today, please discuss the book and create a slideshow that captures the depths of your book.  

The slideshow should contain the following categories (in any order):

Title Page with Author / Appropriate Image (1)

Characters (2) ~ Non-Fiction:  Important people mentioned in text.
Setting (2) ~ Non-Fiction: Important locations mentioned / highlighted
Author’s Techniques (2)

Themes (2)

Global Connections / Relevance to Current Events (1)

Author Biography / Relevance to text (1)

Original Artwork related to the book (2)- [I will scan and create a PDF image]
Concluding Page (1)
Bibliography (1)
(The number of slides for each category appears in parentheses.)

Individual Slide Requirements
Each page should contain text, an image, key details, quotes from the book, and animations.  Please also select an appropriate background for each slide. (not plain white.)  

Organization 
You may organize slides as you wish.  Please also indicate the names of group members somewhere in the slide show- on the cover page or at the end are ideas.   Also, in the speaker notes section, indicate which member(s) worked on each individual slide.   Each group member should contribute work in at least 3 of the above focus areas.   You may also invent your own focus / slide if you would like to do so.  You may work together on all items, divide and conquer, or do a little of both.  
Audience

The class will view the slideshow and it will be posted on my website for others to view as well.  No Spoilers!  Someone might read it later.  
Expectations

The Slideshow should demonstrate the following:

· In-depth knowledge of the book, including quotations and evidence
· Attention to detail 

· Thoughtful and aesthetically pleasing design

· Ability to communicate & avoid spoilers

· Grammatical correctness and overall clarity
Also: Please do not use outside sources / websites for this assignment – except to research author and to find & add images.  Credit author information and websites on your bibliography page.   Make sure you do not copy and paste any text from the internet!
