English 10 Vocabulary 


Every week or two, you will be assigned 12-15 vocabulary words to learn and master.  These words are taken directly from the class texts, from an SAT / ACT word list, or from articles we will read in class.  Your mastery of these words will help you enrich your vocabulary, read more fluently, and gain an understanding of more words you can comfortably use in your own writing.
Vocabulary Requirements: Once you receive the words, you will have two nights to complete the vocabulary homework.  Most weeks, words will be assigned on Mondays and due Tuesday or Wednesday.  For each word, please follow the following format:
Word (Part of Speech)
a. Definition (use dictionary.com, merriam-webster.com, or another similar online or print dictionary)
       b. Synonym (a word or phrase with a similar meaning)
       c. Found Sentence 

(Find a sentence on a reputable website and copy)
       d. Original sentence (Write an original sentence using the word correctly and so that a reader can somewhat accurately guess the meaning.  This is a sentence that you invent based on your understanding of the definition.)
